These were the opening
lines of a 30-minute play
presented by TheatreWorks.

Love, lust and infatuation are three very

different emotions, but people often get them
confused. In this short play by Kaylene Tan, three
teenagers not only try to distinguish between these
emotions, but also explore the meaning of friendship.

In the story, Annabelle loves Anthony and

introduces him to Jessica, her best friend. Anthony

and Jessica turn out to be old neighbours who have

lost touch. Their feelings for each other develop because
of their shared passion for online gaming. What should
they do? Should Annabelle fight with Jessica for Anthony,
and in the process destroy their friendship? Who should
Anthony choose? The cute girl, or the one with whom
he has lots in common? What about Jessica? Should

she betray her best friend by going out with Anthony or
should she get involved with a chat-line quy?

During the play, the audience was asked to help make the

decisions. Some of the answers showed maturity and common

sense, e.g.

 “They are still too young to get so serious and should still
remain as friends”

« “Is not advisable to go on a lone date with a guy that you get
to know online”

Other student answers reflected humour and cheekiness, e.q.
« “Forget about both of them, you should choose me instead”
o "“Is no harm being a two-timer”

So how? Well, Jessica decided to meet up with her
online quy, and he turned out to be a dirty old man!
The underlying message was that sometimes it is better
to be friends only, as there are so many other interests
to pursue while you are still young

The due date for day loans used to
include times which corresponded
with the Library’s closing times. If
it was a weekday, the due time was
9 p.m., and if it was a Saturday, the
due time was 5 p.m. So if you tried
to renew your book at 9:02 p.m. on
a Wednesday, for example, your book
would have been overdue and you
would have been zapped with a fine!
