ii. Check “Use automatic configuration script”
iii. Enter address http://proxy-config.tp.edu.sg/proxy.pac
iv. Click "OK” to save the settings

v. Click "OK” to close “Internet Options”

iv. Enter address “http://proxy-config.tp.edu.sg/proxy.pac”
